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Sample:

How to change the greeting (Hello, I am Eliza) and inquiries (ex., Tell me more):

Check out the words in the script and replace them with what you think fit.

(NOTE: The counterparts of these greeting and inquiries are highlighted in yellow on pages 11, 5, 6 of the WORD document, titled eliza-code-teach.doc)
Sample:

> Hello, I am Eliza. 

* I don't like you         [NOTE: 1st Keyword=I don’t; Responses 10-13]
> Don't you really like me?       [NOTE: “like you” is replaced by “like me”]

* You are the one I don't like  [NOTE: 1st Keyword=You are; Responses 6-9; “I don’t” is not the keyword]
> What makes you think I am the one you don't like?      [NOTE: the one I don’t like is replaced by “the one you don’t like”]
Sample:
> Hello, I am Eliza.

> Don't you ever say Hello?        [NOTE: a phrase set to respond to those unfriendly

How to extend the lists of keywords and responses:

Suppose you want to add 1 more keyword (ex. “I HATE”) to the keyword list, the first thing to do is to replace the number in “maxKey =36” with 37.

Next, replace

keyword[35]=new key( "NO KEY FOUND", 
106, 112);

keyword[36]=new key( "REPEAT INPUT", 
113, 116);

with

keyword[35]=new key( "I HATE", 
117, 117);
keyword[36]=new key( "NO KEY FOUND", 
106, 112 );

keyword[37]=new key( "REPEAT INPUT", 
113, 116); 
NOTE: Actually, “NO KEY FOUND” and “REPEAT INPUT” are not keywords.  When the program identify “repeated inputs” or cannot find keywords in the user’s input, it will put these two lines of code into action.  It’s recommended that you keep these two lines of code at the end of the keyword list.
Note that the response list is also extended from 116 entries to 117 ones.

How to extend the response list:

Suppose you want to extend it from 116 to 117, the first thing to do is to replace the number in “maxrespnses =116” with 117.

Next, replace

    response[107]="What does that suggest to you?";

    response[108]="I see.";

    response[109]="I'm not sure I understand you fully.";

    response[111]="Can you elaborate on that?";

    response[112]="That is quite interesting.";

    response[113]="Why did you repeat yourself?";

    response[114]="Do you expect a different answer by repeating yourself?";

    response[116]="Please don't repeat yourself!";

NOTE:   responses 106-116 stay because they fit keywords  36-37.
