The apostrophe problem 
The Pandorabots environment, for some unknown reason as of March 2008, is unable to proceed the apostrophe “ ’ ” in the abbreviation of a subject and a helping verb or a linking verb (e.g., He’s, He’d).  We can solve the problem by using <srai>.
